Certification

The requirements are based on the UPCYCLE Carbon Footprint certification and verifica-
tion system developed by the UPCYCLE Carbon Footprint national technical committee
with the consultation to associated stakeholders and approved by the UPCYCLE Carbon

Footprint national steering committee.

1.Scraps and wastes
Using scraps and wastes at least 20% by mass of
upcycled materials or products with the identifica-
tion of their types and origin as well as minimised

efforts and resources of preparation methods.

2. Upcycling
Using scraps and wastes to make new materials
or products with equivalent quality or better than
original that are based on the direct use or the
technology and production processing with
consideration of potential environmental impacts
and greenhouse gas, in order to add values
through creative design.

3. Quality

Upcycled materials or products shall have equivalent quality or
better than original, and fit for use, through a quality control system
to ensure that theirs quality meet the target or comply with the
required industrial standard. (if any)

4.Creative design
Upcycled materials or products shall be devel-
oped with creative design to achieve a unique
characteristic with aesthetic for differentia-
tion.

5.Carbon footprint
Avoided GHG emissions as the consequences of using scraps
and wastes for upcycled materials or products, by avoiding the
GHG emissions from the production of virgin materials and the
disposal of wastes, must be higher than their life cycle GHG
emissions.
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
